ARTICLE 2 – Academic training and thesis
Doctoral student's thesis subject (full title):


The expected duration of the doctoral student's academic training and research is three years. This duration could be extended following a specific agreement to that effect between both institutions, upon joint proposal by both thesis supervisors.


The doctoral student shall alternate his studies and research between both institutions at specific intervals jointly established by both thesis supervisors, according to the following provisions:

Protection of the thesis subject, as well as the publication, use and protection of the results of the doctoral student's research in both institutions will be subject to the regulations in force and be enforced in accordance with procedures specific to each of the countries involved in the co-tutelle.

Where required, copyright protection provisions will be covered in a specific annex of this agreement.

ARTICLE 3 - Social security and third party liability
The doctoral student's social security cover and third party liability coverage are provided under the following conditions:

· For the duration of his studies at the French institution, the doctoral student receives

N.B.
It should be recalled that in France, students who are enrolled in a doctoral program before their 28th birthday are covered under the Student Social Security Regime (students are also advised to get complementary insurance through a health care mutual); beyond that, voluntary insurance is required during registration. Furthermore, the doctoral student must secure third party liability insurance. In Quebec, French students covered under the Social Security Regime are eligible for coverage under the Quebec Health Insurance Plan. Otherwise, they must secure private health and accident insurance offered by the Quebec institution.

ARTICLE 4 - Thesis supervisors
The doctoral student shall carry out his studies under the joint responsibility of a thesis supervisor in France and a thesis supervisor in Quebec, with both supervisors already having established a collaboration (this collaboration must be outlined in a letter attached to this form and signed by at least one of the two supervisors):

ARTICLE 6 - Thesis defence 

The thesis will be defended only once, and be recognized by both institutions.


The thesis committee is comprised of an equal number of scientists designated by the two partner institutions. It has five (5) members: the two thesis supervisors, two qualified thesis supervisors from each of the institutions and one external member jointly chosen, from outside both institutions.
